Experience in Head and Neck Surgery

As a final year medical student, in 1987, my graduation thesis was based on a research project I conducted in the department of Otolaryngology of the University of Florence. Upon graduation I was accepted on to a training program in the School of Specialisation in Otolaryngology of the same University.

During my ENT training I worked under the tutelage of Prof. D. Lo Russo, Otolaryngologist and Plastic Surgeon, Director of the Service of Head and Neck Reconstructive Surgery in the Department of Otolaryngology, in Florence. I acquired experience in the management of Head and Neck malignancies. I was an active member of a team performing major operations of resection and reconstruction in the Head & Neck. 

My interest in reconstructive surgery led to my Specialisation Thesis in the Reconstruction of oro-mandibular defects following resections for cancer and subsequently to my decision to train in Plastic Surgery.

In November 1991 I entered the School of Specialisation in Plastic Surgery at the University of Parma. My five year training program rotating through Pisa and Florence included one year in the Department of Plastic Surgery at Frenchay Hospital.

Throughout my Plastic Surgery training in Italy and subsequently in Frenchay as SpR I have concentrated on Head and Neck surgery and the majority of my publications are in this subject. I have also regularly attended training and instructional courses on Head & Neck related subjects.

Since September 1998, I have taken my training in Head and Neck surgery further in the form of two specialist fellowships, in Belfast and in Amsterdam. Both units handle a large volume of cases. The Amsterdam Unit is particularly well-recognised throughout Europe and maintains a prolific academic and clinical research output.

More recently, in my capacity of Consultant Plastic Surgeon, I have actively participated in the forging of links with a number of specialists in the region, interested in the co-ordination of Head & Neck Cancer services. Within Frenchay I have collaborated with incumbent specialists in rationalising and intensifying the Head & Neck activity provided by our department as part of the multidisciplinary Bristol Head and Neck Cancer Service.

I am involved in the process of centralisation of the Head and Neck Cancer Service in Bristol and in obtaining recognition for Advanced Training posts in Head and Neck Oncology.  

I have a special interest and a large practice in treatment of Skin Cancer and in particular of Melanoma.  I am the Lead Clinician in Skin Oncology at North Bristol NHS Trust and Chair of the Specialist Skin Cancer Multidisciplinary Team. I am actively involved in research on Melanoma in collaboration with the Microvascular Research Laboratories at the University of Bristol.
